Ohutusnduete ja juhiste eiramise tagajdrjeks voib olla

elektrilook, tulekahju ja/voi rasked vigastused.

Hoidke koik ohutusnéuded ja juhised edasiseks

kasutamiseks hoolikalt alles.

Ohutusnduetes sisalduv méiste "elektriline tdriist" kdib nii

vooluvorku tihendatud (juhtmega) elektriliste tooriistade kui

ka akutoitega (juhtmeta) elektriliste tooriistade kohta.

Ohutusnéuded toopiirkonnas

» Hoidke toopiirkond puhas ja hasti valgustatud.
Korrastamata voi valgustamata téokoht voib pohjustada
onnetusi.

> Arge kasutage elektrilist tooriista plahvatusohtlikus
keskkonnas, kus leidub tuleohtlikke vedelikke, gaase
voi tolmu. Elektrilistest todriistadest [66b sademeid, mis
voivad tolmu voi aurud siiiidata.

» Elektrilise tooriista kasutamise ajal hoidke lapsed ja
teised inimesed tookohast eemal. Kui teie tahelepanu
juhitakse korvale, voib seade teie kontrolli alt valjuda.

Elektriohutus

» Kaitske elektrilist tooriista vihma ja niiskuse eest.
Kui elektrilisse tooriista on sattunud vett, on elektriloogi
oht suurem.

Inimeste turvalisus

» Olge tahelepanelik, jalgige, mida teete, ning toimige
elektrilise tooriistaga tootades kaalutletult. Arge
kasutage elektrilist tooriista, kui olete vasinud voi
uimastite, alkoholi vi ravimite moju all. Hetkeline
tahelepanematus seadme kasutamisel voib pohjustada
tosiseid vigastusi.

» Kandke isikukaitsevahendeid. Kandke alati
kaitseprille. Elektrilise todriista tiilbile ja kasutusalale
vastavate isikukaitsevahendite, nditeks tolmumaski,
libisemiskindlate turvajalatsite, kaitsekiivri voi
kuulmiskaitsevahendite kasutamine vahendab vigastuste
ohtu.

» Viltige elektrilise tooriista soovimatut kdivitamist.
Enne pistiku iihendamist pistikupessa, aku
iihendamist seadme kiilge, seadme iilestdstmist ja
kandmist veenduge, et elektriline todriist on vilja
liilitatud. Kui hoiate elektrilise tooriista kandmisel sérme
tlitil voi ihendate vooluvarku sisseliilitatud seadme,
voivad tagajarjeks olla onnetused.

» Enne elektrilise tooriista sisseliilitamist eemaldage
tooriista kiiljest reguleerimis- ja mutrivotmed.

Seadme pddrleva osa kiiljes olev reguleerimis- voi
mutrivoti voib pohjustada vigastusi.

» Viltige ebatavalist tooasendit. Votke stabiilne
tooasend ja hoidke kogu aeg tasakaalu. Nii saate
elektrilist tooriista ootamatutes olukordades paremini
kontrollida.

» Kandke sobivat réivastust. Arge kandke laiu riideid
ega ehteid. Hoidke juuksed ja roivad seadme
liikuvatest osadest eemal. Liiga avarad riided, ehted voi
pikad juuksed voivad sattuda seadme liikuvate osade
vahele.

» Kui on voimalik paigaldada tolmueemaldus- ja
tolmukogumisseadiseid, veenduge, et need on
seadmega iihendatud ja et neid kasutatakse digesti.
Tolmueemaldusseadise kasutamine vahendab tolmust
pohjustatud ohte.

» Arge muutuge tooriista sagedasest kasutamisest
hooletuks ja drge eirake ohutusndudeid. Hooletus véib
sekundi murdosa jooksul kaasa tuua raskeid vigastusi.

Elektriliste tooriistade hoolikas kdsitsemine ja

kasutamine

» Arge koormake seadet iile. Kasutage konkreetse t66
tegemiseks ette nahtud elektrilist tooriista. Sobiva
elektrilise tooriistaga tootate ettenahtud joudluspiirides
efektiivsemalt ja ohutumalt.

» Arge kasutage elektrilist tooriista, mida ei saa liilitist
sisse ja vilja liilitada. Elektriline tooriist, mida ei ole
enam voimalik lilitist sisse ja vdlja lilitada, on ohtlik ning
tuleb parandada.

» Tommake pistik pistikupesast vilja ja/voi eemaldage
seadmest aku, kui see on eemaldatav, enne seadme
reguleerimist, tarvikute vahetamist ja seadme
drapanekut. See ettevaatusabindu valdib elektrilise
tooriista soovimatut kaivitamist.

» Kasutusvilisel ajal hoidke elektrilisi tooriistu lastele
kattesaamatus kohas ja drge laske seadet kasutada
isikutel, kes seadet ei tunne voi pole lugenud
kdesolevaid juhiseid. Asjatundmatute isikute kdes on
elektrilised tooriistad ohtlikud.

» Hoolidage elektrilisi tooriistu ja tarvikuid
nouetekohaselt. Kontrollige, kas seadme liikuvad
osad todtavad veatult ega kiildu kiini ning veenduge,
et seadme detailid ei ole murdunud voi kahjustatud
madral, mis méjutab seadme tookindlust. Laske
kahjustatud detailid enne seadme kasutamist
parandada. Paljude dnnetuste pohjuseks on halvasti
hooldatud elektrilised tooriistad.

» Hoidke l6iketarvikud teravad ja puhtad. Hoolikalt
hooldatud, teravate |dikeservadega Ioiketarvikud
kiilduvad harvemini kinni ja neid on lihtsam juhtida.

» Kasutage elektrilist tooriista, lisavarustust, tarvikuid
jne vastavalt kdesolevatele juhistele, vottes arvesse
tootingimusi ja teostatava to6 iseloomu. Elektriliste
tooriistade nduetevastane kasutamine véib pohjustada
ohtlikke olukordi.
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» Hoidke kdepidemed ja haardepinnad kuiva ja puhtana
ning vabana olist ja mdardeainetest. Libedad
kdepidemed ja haardepinnad ei luba tdriista ohutult
kasitseda ja ootamatutes olukordades kontrolli all hoida.

Akutodriistade hoolikas kdsitsemine ja kasutamine

» Laadige akusid ainult tootja poolt soovitatud
laadimisseadmetega. Laadimisseade, mis sobib teatud
tiilipi akudele, muutub tuleohtlikuks, kui seda kasutatakse
teiste akude laadimiseks.

» Kasutage elektrilistes tédriistades ainult selleks
ettendhtud akusid. Teiste akude kasutamine voib
pohjustada vigastusi ja tulekahjuohtu.

» Kasutusvilisel ajal hoidke akusid eemal
kirjaklambritest, miintidest, votmetest, naeltest,
kruvidest voi teistest vdikestest metallesemetest, mis
véivad akukontaktid omavahel iihendada.
Akukontaktide vahel tekkiva liihise tagajarjeks véivad olla
poletused voi tulekahju.

» Vaarkasutuse korral voib akuvedelik vilja voolata;
viltige sellega kokkupuudet. Juhusliku kokkupuute
korral loputage kahjustatud kohta veega. Kui vedelik
satub silma, poorduge lisaks arsti poole. Valjavoolav
akuvedelik voib pohjustada nahaarritusi voi péletusi.

» Arge kasutage akut ega tooriista, mis on kahjustada
saanud voi mida on modifitseeritud. Kahjustada
saanud voi modifitseeritud akud voivad pohjustada
tulekahju, plahvatuse, kehavigastusi ja varalist kahju.

» Kaitske akut ja elektrilist tooriista tule ja vdaga korgete
temperatuuride eest. Kokkupuude tulega voi lile 130°C
temperatuuriga voib pohjustada plahvatuse.

» Jargige koiki laadimisjuhiseid ja drge laadige akut
viljaspool juhistes maaratletud
temperatuurivahemikku. Nouetele mittevastav
laadimine voi laadimine véljaspool ettendhtud
temperatuurivahemikku voib akut kahjustada ja
suurendada tulekahju ohtu.

Teenindus

» Laske elektrilist todriista parandada ainult
kvalifitseeritud spetsialistidel, kes kasutavad
originaalvaruosi. Nii tagate seadme piisivalt ohutu t60.

» Arge kunagi kiidelge kahjustada saanud akusid.
Akusid voivad kdidelda vaid tootja esindajad vdi volitatud
hooldekeskuse to6tajad.

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Arge mitte kunagi pange kitt tooriistapea

Elektrilise tooriista ohutu seiskamine on
tagatud ainult téielikult avatud tooriistapea ja eemaldatud
aku korral.

» Elektrilist tooriista tohivad kasitseda iiksnes
koolitatud spetsialistid, kes on vanemad kui 16
aastat. Seelabi vahendate inimeste ohustamist.

» Elektrilist tooriista tohib kasitseda iiksnes iiks
inimene. Juhtige teised inimesed elektrilise todriista
ohupiirkonnast vilja. Seeldbi vahendate inimeste
ohustamist.

» Kasutage elektrilist todriista ainult siis, kui
tooriistapea on ndhtav ja voite veenduda, et jaisemed
ei asu ohupiirkonnas. Seeldbi valdite vigastusi.

» Seisake elektriline tooriist, lastes lahti sisse-/
viljaliilitusnupust, kui t66 ajal tekib oht inimesele voi
masinale.

» Tehes toid, mille puhul véib I6iketarvik tabada
varjatud elektrijuhtmeid, hoidke elektrilist todriista
ainult kidepideme isoleeritud pinnast. Loiketarvik, mis
puutub kokku pingestatud elektrijuntmega, voib seada
pinge alla elektrilise todriista metallosad ja anda todriista
kasutajale elektriloogi.

» Mehaanilise tagasiliikumise abil saate viia elektrilise
tooriista hadaolukordades ja enne elektrilise todriista
juures tootamist lahteasendisse.

» Kasutage elektrilist todriista iiksnes kasijuhtimisega.
Sisse-/viljaliilitusnupp ja algasendi nupp peavad
olema seejuures kdeulatuses, et neid saaks
héadaolukorras vajutada.

» Elektrilise tooriista kasutamine statsionaarselt on
keelatud. Seda ei tohi kasutamiseks porandale
asetada ega kinnitustooriista kiilge kinnitada.

» Veenduge enne t60 algust, et toopiirkonnas ei asuks
pingestatud osi. Vétke tarvitusele vastavad
kaitsemeetmed, kui ldheduses on pingestatud osad.
Elektriline tooriist ei sobi pinge all olevate osadega
tootamiseks.

» Arge kasutage elektrilist tooriista plahvatusohtlikus
keskkonnas.

» Arge avage elektrilist tooriista. Ohutu totamine ei ole
siis enam tagatud ja garantii kaotab kehtivuse.

» Elektrilise tooriista iilekuumenemise valtimiseks arge
kasutage elektrilist tooriista kauem kui 15 minutit
jarjest. Elektriline tooriist ei ole ette nahtud pidevalt
kasutamiseks.

» Kindlustage elektriline tooriist korgustes tootamisel
piisavalt kukkumiskaitsevahenditega ja jalgige, et
toopiirkonna all ei viibiks inimesi. Kandke pea kohal
tehtavate toode korral peakaitsevahendit. Nii voite
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véltida elektrilise tooriista kogemata allakukkumisel
materiaalset kahju ja inimvigastusi.

» Viltige kokkupuudet vdljuva hiidraulikadliga. Parast
kokkupuudet puhastage nahka pohjalikult seebi ja
veega.

Kokkupuude
hiidraulikadliga voib tekitada arritusi ja allergilisi
reaktsioone.

» Eemaldage aku alles siis, kui elektriline tooriist on
ohutult seisatud.

» Aku vigastamise ja ebadige kasitsemise korral véib
akust eralduda aure. Aku vdib polema siittida voi
plahvatada. Ohutage ruumi, halva enesetunde korral
poorduge arsti poole. Aurud vdivad arritada hingamisteid.

» Arge muutke ega avage akut. On liihiseoht.

» Teravad esemed, nditeks naelad véi kruvikeerajad,
samuti 166gid, porutused jmt voivad akut kahjustada.
Akukontaktide vahel voib tekkida liihis ja aku voib sittida,
suitsema hakata, plahvatada voi iile kuumeneda.
