Instrucdes gerais de seguranca para
ferramentas eléctricas

N AVISO Devem ser lidas todas as
indicacdes de seguranca,
instrucdes, ilustracoes e especificacoes desta
ferramenta eléctrica. O desrespeito das instrucoes
apresentadas abaixo podera resultar em choque eléctrico,
incéndio e/ou ferimentos graves.
Guarde bem todas as adverténcias e instrucdes para
futura referéncia.
0 termo "ferramenta eléctrica" utilizado a seguir nas
indicacoes de adverténcia, refere-se a ferramentas
eléctricas operadas com corrente de rede (com cabo de
rede) e a ferramentas eléctricas operadas com acumulador
(sem cabo de rede).

Seguranca da area de trabalho

» Mantenha a sua area de trabalho sempre limpa e bem
iluminada. Desordem ou areas de trabalho
insuficientemente iluminadas podem levar a acidentes.

» Nao trabalhar com a ferramenta eléctrica em areas
com risco de explosao, nas quais se encontrem
liquidos, gases ou pos inflamaveis. Ferramentas
eléctricas produzem faiscas, que podem inflamar pés ou
vapores.

» Manter criancas e outras pessoas afastadas da
ferramenta eléctrica durante a utilizacdo. No caso de
distraccao é possivel que perca o controlo sobre o
aparelho.

Seguranca eléctrica

» Manter o aparelho afastado de chuva ou humidade. A
infiltragdo de agua numa ferramenta eléctrica aumenta o
risco de choque eléctrico.

Seguranca de pessoas

» Esteja atento, observe o que esta a fazer e tenha
prudéncia ao trabalhar com a ferramenta eléctrica.
Nao utilizar uma ferramenta eléctrica quando estiver
fatigado ou sob a influéncia de drogas, alcool ou
medicamentos. Um momento de descuido ao utilizara
ferramenta eléctrica, pode levar a lesoes graves.

» Utilizar equipamento de proteccao individual. Utilizar
sempre 6culos de proteccao. A utilizagdo de
equipamento de proteccdo pessoal, como mascara de
protec¢ao contra po, sapatos de seguranca
antiderrapantes, capacete de seguranca ou proteccao
auricular, de acordo com o tipo e aplicagdo da ferramenta
eléctrica, reduz o risco de lesdes.

» Evitar uma colocacao em funcionamento involuntaria.
Assegure-se de que a ferramenta eléctrica esteja
desligada, antes de conecta-la a alimentacao de rede

e/ou ao acumulador, antes de levanta-la ou de
transporta-la. Se tiver o dedo no interruptor ao
transportar a ferramenta eléctrica ou se o aparelho for
conectado a alimentagdo de rede enquanto estiver ligado,
poderao ocorrer acidentes.

» Remover ferramentas de ajuste ou chaves de boca
antes de ligar a ferramenta eléctrica. Uma ferramenta
ou chave que se encontre numa parte do aparelho em
movimento pode levar a lesdes.

» Evite uma posiciao anormal. Mantenha uma posicao
firme e mantenha sempre o equilibrio. Desta forma é
mais facil controlar a ferramenta eléctrica em situagées
inesperadas.

» Usar roupa apropriada. Nao usar roupa larga nem
joias. Mantenha os cabelos e roupas afastados de
pecas em movimento. Roupas frouxas, cabelos longos
ou joias podem ser agarrados por pecas em movimento.

» Se for possivel montar dispositivos de aspiracdo ou de
recolha, assegure-se de que estejam conectados e
utilizados correctamente. A utilizagdo de uma
aspiracao de po pode reduzir o perigo devido ao po.

» Nao deixe que a familiaridade resultante de uma
utilizacao frequente de ferramentas permita que vocé
se torne complacente e ignore os principios de
seguranca da ferramenta. Uma accéo descuidada pode
causar ferimentos graves numa frac¢ao de segundo.

Utilizacao e manuseio cuidadoso de ferramentas

eléctricas

» Nao sobrecarregue a ferramenta eléctrica. Utilize a
ferramenta eléctrica apropriada para o seu trabalho.
E melhor e mais seguro trabalhar com a ferramenta
eléctrica apropriada na drea de poténcia indicada.

» Nao utilizar uma ferramenta eléctrica com um
interruptor defeituoso. Uma ferramenta eléctrica que
ndo pode mais ser ligada nem desligada, ¢ perigosa e
deve ser reparada.

» Puxar aficha da tomada e/ou remover o acumulador,
se amovivel, antes de executar ajustes na ferramenta
eléctrica, de substituir acessorios ou de guardar as
ferramentas eléctricas. Esta medida de seguranca evita
o arranque involuntario da ferramenta eléctrica.

» Guardar ferramentas eléctricas nao utilizadas fora do
alcance de criancas e ndo permitir que as pessoas que
nao estejam familiarizadas com o aparelho ou que nao
tenham lido estas instrucdes utilizem o aparelho.
Ferramentas eléctricas sao perigosas se forem utilizadas
por pessoas inexperientes.

» Tratar a ferramenta eléctrica e os acessorios com
cuidado. Controlar se as partes moveis do aparelho
funcionam perfeitamente e nao emperram, e se ha
pecas quebradas ou danificadas que possam
prejudicar o funcionamento da ferramenta eléctrica.
Permitir que pecas danificadas sejam reparadas antes
da utilizacdo. Muitos acidentes tém como causa, a
manutencao insuficiente de ferramentas eléctricas.

Ferramentas de corte cuidadosamente tratadas e com
cantos de corte afiados emperram com menos frequéncia
e podem ser conduzidas com maior facilidade.

» Utilizar a ferramenta eléctrica, acessorios,
ferramentas de aplicacao, etc. conforme estas
instrucoes. Considerar as condicdes de trabalho e a
tarefa a ser executada. A utilizacao de ferramentas
eléctricas para outras tarefas a nao ser as aplicagoes
previstas, pode levar a situagdes perigosas.

» Mantenha os punhos e as superficies de agarrar secas,
limpas e livres de éleo e massa consistente. Punhos e
superficies de agarrar escorregadias nao permitem o
manuseio e controle seguros da ferramenta em situagoes
inesperadas.

Manuseio e utilizacao cuidadosos de ferramentas com

acumuladores

» S carregar acumuladores em carregadores
recomendados pelo fabricante. Ha perigo de incéndio
se um carregador apropriado para um certo tipo de
acumuladores for utilizado para carregar acumuladores
de outros tipos.

» So utilizar ferramentas eléctricas com os
acumuladores apropriados. A utilizacao de outros
acumuladores pode levar a lesées e perigo de incéndio.

» Manter o acumulador que nao esta sendo utilizado
afastado de clipes, moedas, chaves, parafusos ou
outros pequenos objectos metalicos que possam
causar um curto-circuito dos contactos. Um curto-
circuito entre os contactos do acumulador pode ter como
consequéncia queimaduras ou fogo.

» No caso de aplicacao incorrecta pode vazar liquido do
acumulador. Evitar o contacto. No caso de um
contacto acidental, devera enxaguar com agua. Se o
liquido entrar em contacto com os olhos, também
devera consultar um médico. Liquido que escapa do
acumulador pode levar a irritagdes da pele ou a
queimaduras.

» Nao use um acumulador ou uma ferramenta danificada
ou modificada. Os acumuladores danificados ou
modificados exibem um comportamento imprevisivel
podendo causar incéndio, explosao ou risco de lesao.

» Nao exponha o acumulador ou a ferramenta ao fogo ou
temperatura excessiva. A exposicdo ao fogo oua
temperaturas acima de 130 °C pode causar explosao.

» Siga todas as instrucées de carregamento e nao
carregue o acumulador ou a ferramenta fora da faixa
de temperatura especificada no manual de instrucoes.
Carregar indevidamente ou em temperaturas fora da faixa
especificada pode danificar o acumulador e aumentar o
risco de incéndio.

Servico

» S0 permita que o seu aparelho seja reparado por
pessoal especializado e qualificado e s6 com pecas de
reposicao originais. Desta forma é assegurado o
funcionamento seguro do aparelho.
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» Nunca tente reparar acumuladores danificados. A
reparacdo de acumuladores deve ser realizada apenas
pelo fabricante ou agentes de assisténcia autorizados.

Nunca coloque as maos na area de trabalho
da cabeca da ferramenta, a nao ser que
esteja assegurada uma paragem segura. A
paragem segura da ferramenta elétrica s¢ esta

assegurada com a cabeca da ferramenta totalmente aberta e

com a bateria retirada.

» A ferramenta elétrica s6 pode ser operada por pessoal
técnico formado com uma idade superior a 16 anos.
Deste modo, € reduzido o perigo para pessoas.

» A ferramenta elétrica s6 pode ser operada por uma
lnica pessoa. Informe outras pessoas sobre a area de
perigo da ferramenta elétrica. Deste modo, é reduzido
0 perigo para pessoas.

» Opere a ferramenta elétrica apenas quando a cabeca
da ferramenta esta visivel e quando puder assegurar
que nao estdao membros na area de perigo. Desta
forma, evita ferimentos.

» Pare aferramenta elétrica soltando a tecla de ligar/
desligar, caso surjam perigos para pessoas ou paraa
maquina durante o trabalho.

» Segure a ferramenta elétrica nas superficies de
agarrar isoladas, ao executar uma operacao onde o
acessorio de corte possa entrar em contacto com
cabos escondidos. Se 0 acessdrio de corte entrar em
contacto com um fio "sob tensao", as partes metélicas
expostas da ferramenta elétrica ficam "sob tensao" e
podem produzir um choque elétrico.

» Com aajuda do recuo mecanico, pode colocar a
emergéncia e antes de trabalhos na ferramenta
elétrica. Pare a ferramenta e isente-a de pressao
antes de a guardar e no fim do trabalho. Prima o botao
de reiniciar para isentar a ferramenta elétrica de pressao.

» Opere a ferramenta elétrica apenas guiada
manualmente. A tecla de ligar/desligar e o botao de
reiniciar tém de estar ao alcance para serem
pressionados em caso de emergéncia.

» E proibida a utilizacio da ferramenta elétrica em
funcionamento estacionario. Nao pode ser pousada no
chao nem presa num dispositivo de aperto.

» Antes do inicio dos trabalhos, certifique-se de que nao
existem pecas sob tensao na area de trabalho. Adote
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medidas de protecao adequadas caso existam pecas
condutoras de tensao nas proximidades. A ferramenta
elétrica ndo é adequada para trabalhos em pecas que se
encontram sob tensao.

» Nao opere a ferramenta elétrica num ambiente
explosivo.

» Néo abra a ferramenta elétrica. Com isso, deixa de
estar assegurado um funcionamento seguro e o direito a
reivindicagdo da garantia é perdido.

» Para evitar um sobreaquecimento da ferramenta
elétrica, nao utilize a ferramenta elétrica em
funcionamento continuo durante mais do que 15
minutos. A ferramenta elétrica nao foi concebida para o
funcionamento continuo.

» Proteja suficientemente a ferramenta elétrica nos
trabalhos numa posicao mais elevada e certifique-se
de que ndo se encontram pessoas por baixo da area de
trabalho. Utilize um capacete nos trabalhos acima de
cabeca. Assim pode evitar danos pessoais e materiais no
caso de queda inadvertida da ferramenta elétrica.

» Aferramenta elétrica tem de ser enviada de volta para
o fabricante no caso de perda de dleo.

» Evite o contacto com o éleo hidraulico que sai. Apés o
contacto, lave muito bem a pele com sabdo e agua.
Apos o contacto, lave imediatamente os olhos com
agua abundante durante pelo menos 10 minutos. O
contacto com 6leo hidraulico pode causar irritagdes e
reacoes alérgicas.

» So retire a bateria depois de a ferramenta elétrica
estar imobilizada de forma segura.

» Em caso de danos e de utilizacao incorreta da bateria,
podem escapar vapores. A bateria pode incendiar-se
ou explodir. Areje 0 espaco e procure assisténcia médica
no caso de apresentar queixas. E possivel que os vapores
irritem as vias respiratorias.

» Nao altere nem abra o acumulador. Ha perigo de haver
um curto-circuito.

» Os objetos afiados como, p. ex., pregos ou chaves de
fendas, assim como o efeito de forcas externas podem
danificar o acumulador. Podem causar um curto-circuito
interno e o acumulador pode ficar queimado, deitar fumo,
explodir ou sobreaquecer.

» Utilize a bateria apenas em produtos do fabricante. So
assim é que a bateria é protegida contra sobrecarga
perigosa.

A Proteger a bateria contra calor, p. ex.
O também contra uma permanente radiacao
F_y! solar, fogo, sujidade, agua e humidade. Ha

risco de explosao ou de um curto-circuito.

0O nivel de vibragdes indicado nestas instrugdes e o valor de
emissdes sonoras foram medidos de acordo com um
processo de medicao normalizado e podem ser utilizados
para a comparagao de ferramentas elétricas. Também sao
adequados para uma avaliagao provisoria das emissoes
sonoras e de vibragoes.

0O nivel de vibragdes indicado e o valor de emissdes sonoras
representam as aplicagdes principais da ferramenta elétrica.
Se aferramenta elétrica for utilizada para outras aplicagdes,
com outras ferramentas de trabalho ou com manutencao
insuficiente, é possivel que o nivel de vibragdes e de
emissdes sonoras seja diferente. Isto pode aumentar
sensivelmente a emissao sonora e de vibragdes para o
periodo completo de trabalho.
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Para uma estimagao exata da emissao sonora e de
vibragdes, também deveriam ser considerados os periodos
nos quais o aparelho esta desligado ou funciona, mas nao
esta sendo utilizado. Isto pode reduzir a emissdo sonora e de
vibracdes durante o completo periodo de trabalho.

Além disso também deverao ser estipuladas medidas de
seguranca para proteger o operador contra o efeito de
vibracdes, como por exemplo: manutencdo de ferramentas
elétricas e acessorios, manter as maos quentes e
organizagao dos processos de trabalho.

Bateria

Bosch vende ferramentas elétricas sem fio também sem
bateria. Pode consultar na embalagem se esta incluida uma
bateria no volume de fornecimento da sua ferramenta
elétrica.

Carregar a bateria

» Utilize apenas os carregadores listados nos dados
técnicos. SO estes carregadores sao apropriados para os
baterias de litio utilizadas para a sua ferramenta elétrica.

Nota: devido a normas de transporte internacionais, as

baterias de litio sdo fornecidas parcialmente carregadas.

Para assegurar a completa poténcia da bateria, a bateria

devera ser carregada completamente antes da primeira

utilizagao.

Colocar a bateria

Insira a bateria carregada no respetivo encaixe, até que esta
esteja engatada.

Retirar a bateria

Para retirar a bateria, pressione a respetiva tecla de
desblogueio e puxe a bateria para fora. Nao empregue
forca.

A bateria possui 2 niveis de travamento, que devem evitar,
que a bateria caia, caso a tecla de desbloqueio da

bateria seja premida por acaso. Enquanto a bateria estiver
dentro da ferramenta elétrica, ela ¢ mantida em posicao por
uma mola.

Indicador do nivel de carga da bateria

Nota: Nem todos os tipos de bateria dispdem de um
indicador do nivel de carga de bateria.

Os LEDs verdes do indicador do nivel de carga da bateria
indicam o nivel de carga da bateria. Por motivos de
seguranca, a consulta do nivel de carga s6 é possivel com a
ferramenta elétrica parada.

Prima a tecla para o indicador do nivel de carga da bateria @
ou s> para visualizar o nivel de carga. Isto também é
possivel com a bateria removida.

Se, depois de premir a tecla para o indicador do nivel de
carga da bateria, nao se acender qualquer LED, a bateria
tem defeito e tem de ser substituida.

Limpar de vez em quando as aberturas de ventilagao da
bateria com um pincel macio, limpo e seco.

Um tempo de funcionamento reduzido apds o carregamento
indica que a bateria estd gasta e que deve ser substituida.
Observe as indicacdes sobre a eliminacao de forma
ecologica.

Funcionamento

Processo de corte

» Coloque a bateria na ferramenta elétrica
imediatamente antes de iniciar o processo de corte.
Existe perigo de ferimentos se a tecla de ligar/
desligar (10) foi premida inadvertidamente, p. ex.,
durante a preparagao do corte.

» Para evitar um sobreaquecimento da ferramenta
elétrica, ndo utilize a ferramenta elétrica em
funcionamento continuo durante mais do que 15 min.

Certifique-se de que as laminas (1) estao limpas e sem

danos visiveis.

Processo de corte:

- Coloque a bateria na ferramenta elétrica.

- Paraligar e iniciar o processo de corte prima a tecla de
ligar/desligar (10) e mantenha-a premida. A luz de
trabalho (8) acende-se.

- Seaferramenta elétrica tiver detetado um corte
completo, as laminas (1) abrem-se e 0 motor desliga-se
automaticamente. Solte a tecla de ligar/desligar (10). A
luz de trabalho apaga-se automaticamente apds aprox.
10s.

Terminar o processo de corte manualmente:

- Para terminar precocemente o processo de corte, solte a
tecla de ligar/desligar (10) durante o processo de corte.
As laminas (1) param.

- Seo processo de corte for parado precocemente ou se as
laminas (1) nao se abrirem automaticamente depois de
terminado o processo de corte, prima ao botdo de
paragem (3). Mantenha o botao de paragem premido até
que as laminas se tenham aberto totalmente.

Retire a bateria da ferramenta elétrica.

Se oindicador de estado (4) se acender a verde no fim do

processo de corte, significa que foi detetado um corte

completo.

Modo de repouso e protecéo contra rearranque
involuntario

Por motivos de seguranca, a ferramenta elétrica é colocada

no modo de repouso nos seguintes casos:

- sendo for utilizada durante mais do que 5 min apds a
colocacdo da bateria ou ap6s o Ultimo processo de corte,

- quando a tecla de ligar/desligar (10) é premida durante a
colocagao da bateria (como protecao contra rearranque
involuntario).

Neste caso, prima uma vez brevemente a tecla de ligar/

desligar (10) para ativar a ferramenta elétrica. Inicie entao o

processo de corte como habitualmente.
